General Theme: Phenomenology

Psychology and phenomenology emerged as ‘modern’ theoretical positions more or less at the same
time. But whereas psychology entered architecture mainstream after WWII, (1950s-70s),
phenomenology entered architectural mainstream only during the mid 1970s.
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
