Walk through the Bracelet Tutorial with the girls. Have 
volunteers ready to answer questions to individuals. 


It is recommended to have a computer for every 2-3 girls. 


During the tutorial, establish the difference between part 
and assembly with an example and engage the audience.
(Ex. Is a wheel a part or assembly in a car? What would be
an assembly?) 


Also, point out drawing tools and the history tree.
